Welcome to the British Car Showdown at Mid-Ohio Sports Car Course! We appreciate your efforts to
participate in this event. We want everyone to have fun, so every effort will be made to keep this show low-key
and as enjoyable as possible.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ... PLEASE READ!

1. PARKING: Please park your car in the designated or miscellaneous British class in which you would
like your car judged.

2. JUDGING CLASSES: Listed below are all the classes for which awards will be presented. First,
second and third place awards will be presented to each class.

Classes:

* Austin Healey * Sunbeam

* Jaguar * Triumph

* MG * Other British
* MINI

a. Unless rain is imminent or it is raining, convertible tops should be down, hoods and trunks open.
An underside inspection will not be made beyond visually checking wheels, tires and exhaust
tips. Track dust and dirt will be ignored. (Interior and engine must be visible for judging.)

b. All items that normally remain in the car should stay in the car . . . there will be many spectators.

c. Kids' Choice award ballots will be available at the Registration Tent (See “AWARDS” below for
more information.). These should be turned in by 1:00 p.m or no later than after the Permco
Parade Lap of the track.

3. AWARDS: The awards presentation will occur after the Permco Parade Lap (final timing TBD). Awards
include a first, second and third place awards for each class, and also a Most Miles Driven to Mid-Ohio
and Kids’ Choice awards will be presented. Participants MUST attend the awards presentation in order
to win their award.

4. REGISTRATION: Please check in at the Registration Tent in the infield. You will receive a registration
form for your car and need to display a portion of the registration form on your windshield dashboard
for judging. The driver and all passengers in the car must sign the waiver form and be wearing the
designated wristband to participate in the parade lap.

5. PARADE LAP: All cars are eligible for a Permco Parade Lap around the racetrack on Saturday. Tune
to radio station 92.9 for safety briefing. Please follow the instructions of Mid-Ohio Staff. They will
lead you and the other cars onto the racetrack. The car corral with the highest advance pre-registration
leads the lap of the track! Safety is our number one priority. Please stay behind the pace car. Your speed
will be monitored at all times. No passing will be permitted. The lap of the track will be dependent on
weather and track conditions. The driver and all passengers in the car must sign the waiver form
and be wearing the designated wristband to participate in the parade lap. V
